Student Aid (FAFSA) and GPA 
veriý cation form to receive a 
Cal Grant.

If you are considering going 
to college, or your child or 
grandchild is, be sure to 
investigate ý nancial aid.  While community college fees 
are only $20 a unit, one of the lowest in the nation, you 
may still qualify for ý nancial aid to cover fees, books 
and living expenses.

The FAFSA can help you determine if youôre eligible for 
the Board of Governors Enrollment Fee Waiver (BOGW), 
Federal Pell Grant, the Cal Grants, and a variety of 
loans or work-study programs. California Community 
Colleges ý nancial aid programs serve over a half a 
million students each year with aid totaling nearly $900 
millionðyou could be one of them.

In fact, over 80 percent of the students attending Valley 
College and Crafton Hills College receive some kind of 
ý nancial aid.  Plus, there are a variety of scholarships 
available at each college.
