The San Bernardino Community College District service area represents 28% of the total San Bernardino County
population. The top 3 cities — San Bernardino, Rialto, and Redlands represent about 65% of the service area
population. The service area population grew by 2.4% to 613,361 between 2014 and 2018. Service area cities with
the largest numeric growth were San Bernardino (+4,539) and Rialto (+3,465). Fastest growing service area cities
are Calimesa (10.5%), Big Bear Lake (4.0%), and Rialto (3.3%).

The two largest age groups in the SBCCD'’s service Area cities are residents under 15 years of age (22.7%) and
residents 55 years of age or older (22.0%). Together these ages groups make up nearly 44.7% of the service area
population. The median age in the SBCCD service area population is 32.3 years old, which is slightly younger than
the county’s median age.

The median age in Calimesa is the highest in the service area at 47.6 years. Big Bear’s median age of 45.1 years is
the next highest. San Bernardino had the lowest median age (29.7 years), followed by Rialto (29.8 years).
